REQUEST FOR DISCUSSION AND COMMENT
CHANGES TO THE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

The Shields Class Sailing Association is organized and runs
under their Class Rules (aka “Bluebook”). The Rules underwent a
major re-write in 1999 and in the last couple of years the Rules
have been put onto the Class web site. The latest version of the
Class Rules can been seen at http://www.shieldclass.com/blue-
book/ and include a number of minor revisions and corrections
(see the article “Activity of the Technical Committee” for a
discussion of changes). Changes since the 1999 version also
include the Mast Step rule and changes to Rules for the National
Championship Regatta. Changes to the National Championship
Regatta included changes to scoring to put it in line with RRS,
allowing up to eight races for the regatta and allowing shortening
of course under certain circumstances.

One area in the Class Rules that are over-due for changes is
the Constitution (Section I) and By-Laws (Sections 11 and VI).
Examples include:

* No provision for notice electronically (i.e. email) - first
class mail is required.

* Proxies may only be recorded by the Class Secretary (but
he may not be at the meeting)

e Quorum requirements are “ownership of not less than 20%
of the Registered Yachts”. This should be changed to
“ownership of not less than 20% of the Registered Yachts
owned by Active Members”.

¢ The provisions for handling permanent trophies need
to determine issues of storage, shipment, engraving,
creation, repurposing and elimination.

Without making changes in these areas it is difficult to
conform to the Rules which can lead to unfairness and
member objections on procedural grounds.

As webmaster for the Association, I have proposed changes to
the Constitution and By-Laws and posted the proposal on the
web site at http//www.shieldsclass.com/bluebook/proposed/. This
includes a section on the web site for adding comments. It
should be noted that the Constitution can only be changed by a
meeting of the membership (which will next occur in Chicago
on September 16, 2009).

I INVITE ALL MEMBERS TO CONSIDER THE PRO-
POSED CHANGES, MAKE COMMENTS AND TO EITHER
ATTEND THE MEMBER MEETING OR SEND IN A
PROXY.

NOOD (National Offshore One-Design) regattas attract close to 2,000 boats and more
than 30,000 competitors and spectators annually. Each event in the series features two

to three days of sailboat racing for one-design models from 20 to 70 feet in length.

With the passing of the TackTick Compass vote in Oxford
last summer our spar department created a sail groove slide
that will allow you to install your TackTick without drilling
any holes in your mast. Depending on your existing hard-
ware, you may need to insert the compass slide in before the
mast is stepped or remove a piece of hardware, but once
positioned you won't have to move it again. Below are some
photos. This slide sells for $20.00 plus tax and shipping if
applicable and connects to the strap bracket from TackTick.
The great benefit to the Cape Cod built slide as opposed to
the TackTick slug mount bracket is that our slide keeps the
compass close to the mast and away from the boom vang.

The new Shields #258 sold in the fall and will race in the
Newport fleet this summer. Thankfully this and other new
boat orders have helped us weather these tough economic
times. As always, we are thankful for the parts, storage and
repair customers who tide us over until boat orders begin to
pick up again. We encourage you to use sailing as a stress
relief this summer. The simple things in life like being on the
water can help wash away a days worries. We hope to see
you all on the water!
